Since 2016 is a leap year, we thought 

it would be interesting to examine 

Canadian home price growth by 

looking at four-year intervals.

In a story on YPNextHome.ca, 

we’ve done just that – we’ve gone all 

the way back to 1984 – and the home 

price growth is staggering. 

If you’ve ever heard the axiom, 

“Don’t wait to buy real estate, buy real 

estate and wait,” this story will defi ne 

its meaning. 

You won’t believe it. We looked 

at market by market average home 

price growth, and while the usual 

suspects – Toronto and Vancouver – 

are among the leaders, other areas, 

including Calgary, demonstrate their 

value.

The growth over such a long 

period of time is impressive, if not 

expected. But when you look at it in 

four-year windows, you see variable 

growth rates and regional vacillations. 

This speaks to the importance of 

economic and job growth as key 

drivers of real estate.

And more than anything, the 

exercise underlines the value of real 

estate over the long term.

The Gates has an upscale French Heritage 

architecture on the exterior, “but the suites have bright, 

modern interiors with a classic look that people really 

like,” McGarvey says. “We find that many of the younger 

buyers are attracted to the location and price (starting 

at $320,000s plus GST), but we’re also getting a number 

of empty-nesters who adore the larger suite sizes, the 

high-end quality and the maintenance-free lifestyle.”

Adding to The Gates appeal is the completion of a 

fabulous water feature, which runs in the median along 

Quarry Gates and complements the view from the south 
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facing units. “This water feature is beautiful with rocks 

and a waterfall and it sounds very tranquil,” she says.

Despite being more than half sold, buyers have a good 

selection of suites to choose from, with one-bedroom 

plus den at 770 sq. ft., two-bedrooms from 1,020 sq. ft. 

and one-three bedroom at 1,315 sq. ft.

McGarvey says one of the most popular plans (D plan as 

shown) is a 1,060-sq.-ft., two-bedroom/two-bath design 

that presents “a very efficient, functional layout ideal for 

two people sharing because the bedrooms are separated 

for privacy,” McGarvey describes. “There’s lots of storage 

in the U-shaped kitchen and it has a good-sized laundry 

room.”

Regardless of the plan, each offers an open concept with 

high quality interior design and finishes. Well-appointed 

kitchens feature granite or quartz countertops, Frigidaire 

professional stainless steel appliances, pantries and islands with 

breakfast bars. There is also substantial storage and space so 

even one-bedrooms can fit a king-sized bed.

Suites on the first two floors have nine-ft. ceilings while third-

floor suites have 11-ft. ceilings allowing for over-sized windows. 

The suites also come with generous balconies – some suites have 

two balconies – and main-floor suites have private patios with gates 

providing immediate access to greenspace.

In addition, every purchase includes 

a parking stall and storage unit and 

additional parking stalls are available 

for those with a second vehicle.

Residents of The Gates are only a 

few minutes’ walk to The Market in 

Quarry Park, which offers a variety  

of shops, services, restaurants and  

a Co-op grocery store.

Plus residents can enjoy more  

than 80 acres of parkland, including  

a 50-acre natural area alongside  

the Bow River, pathways that  

provide access to the river and 

Carburn Park. As well, construction of 

a new YMCA with library is ahead of 

scheduled and slated to open in July.

“Remington created a canal in 

Quarry Park and residents can walk 

alongside it and under a bridge that 

is reminiscent of Paris to access the 

YMCA,” McGarvey says.

Quarry Park is also just minutes 

away from major routes for an easy 

commute, has bus service connecting 

to downtown and the LRT, and a 

future LRT station is planned for the 

community.
